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We have already talked about the 
creation of VICTA and its vision for 
the future. Now let us give a short 
overview about the students. 

In September 2015, students interes-
ted in IT started their studies in Viljan-
di. There are many people coming from 
all over Estonia - from Tallinn to Kures-
saare. Students are diverse in gender, 
age groups, and education. 

There are people who just finished 
secondary school as well as people 
who have already worked in the IT field 
but want to learn new skills. Some 
already have their own projects, others 
are still searching for the thing that in-
terests them the most. 

Some came to VICTA with specific 
plans to develop software for automa-
ting production units, some to learn 

cyber defence. There are also students 
who are interested in creating business 
applications or process optimization.

There is also something in common 
with everybody. Everyone has a interest in 
mobile game development and marketing.

 On the second school week, our 
students and teachers had a get-to-
gether where they got to know each 
other better. It took place in Valma Ad-
venture Park (thank you for having us).  

First we played a game to get to 
know each other some more. It turned 
out that many didn t́ even know all of  
their fellow students names. The game 
fixed that problem. 

After a little fun and games, there 
were more activities. The creator of 
VICTA idea, Arno Kütt, took the stu-
dents on a helicopter ride. Others went 
to the adventure park. Students en-

joyed climbing the walls and ropes, slid-
ing down the cables and had fun on 
the obstacle course until sundown. 
Some also tried their hands in sharp-
shooting and basketball. The night end-
ed with a sauna and grill.

The rainy weather did not prevent 
anyone from having fun during the 
whole event.

 Before everyone went their own 
way, they were called together again 
for a discussion regarding making a 
mobile game. We will keep you updat-
ed about the mobile game develop-
ment progress, as we believe it is go-
ing to continue.

The �4�U�V�W class
Toomas Hendrik Ilves, the Estonian 
president came to wish everyone a 
good school year.
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In September, VICTA’s Inaugural 
Class students had a visit from two 
guest speakers. They spoke about 
their occupation and information 
technology needs and challenges, 
and introduced some innovative 
applications. 

On September 17, 2015 Wisemile chief 
executive, Arti Kütt and IT manager Kai-
ko Kaur met the students. Wisemile is 
innovative social network of transpor-
tation, which connects passengers and 
luggage to their respective chauffeurs 
through a mobile app. The driver and 
passengers can talk through their 
escort and share fuel costs. Passengers 
and luggage attendants can therefore 
get from door-to-door transport very 
comfortably and affordably. They also 
spoke about how they came up with 

the idea and how the service works; 
students got to use it and gave their 
feedback on the application. Many 
ideas were gathered from the students 
to help transform Wisemile into a bet-
ter application. Furthermore, the class 
was divided into small groups and each 
one shared the ideas on creating a mo-
bile payment application.

September 25, 2015 VICTA was vi-
sited by Rait Kondor, the Kodumaa Ka-
pital HLÜ chairman, and Kady Alurand, 
marketing manager. Introduction was 
given by Rait, who spoke of Kodumaa 
Kapital HLÜ mission, which could be 
summarized below: “By offering favou-
rable and understandable banking ser-
vices to people, we can help Estonian 
people to cope with their money mat-
ters, so it would be beneficial for a per-
son and the whole Estonian society. For 

that we involve all people in Estonia 
into making the bank.” They talked 
about loan and savings vision, which 
is: “Let us be the biggest domestic 
cooperative bank, where the owners 
are all the members. Created coope-
rative bank of Estonia supports the 
people’s money matter in a long-term 
planning and offers all daily banking 
services.”

The marketing manager then tal-
ked about IT issues in the financial field 
and discussed how they might be sol-
ved. Again, students shared lots of 
good ideas and thoughts that could 
help Kodumaa Kapital HLÜ to deal with 
technological challenges.
